Sections 5 & 6 

of this registration can be downloaded.  Both of these sections need to be turned in to the FC Athletic 

Department by 1:00 P.M. Friday Aug. 9, 2020.  Please do not wait until the deadline.

TRYOUT INFORMATION 

1. The 2020 Boys Golf Team will consist of an 8 to 10 member varsity squad and a 10 to 12 member 

junior varsity squad.  The team will consist of no less than 18 players and no more than 22 players 

total.  Underclassmen not in the varsity-starting lineup may compete for both squads.

You will NOT be able to tryout without previously registering online and the proper physical forms and 

information on file with the athletic department.  

 

2.  It is your responsibility to provide transportation and arrive on time.   

 

• Players must complete two rounds of tournament tryout play.  The top 20 scores will 

advance to the 3rd  round of tryouts, at Oglebay Golf & Conference Center.  This is an 

overnight trip departing on Wednesday morning August 19 and returning Thursday 

afternoon Aug. 20.

• Initial releases will be made following the 2nd tryout round on August 18, 2020. 

 

• Underclassmen may play for varsity or junior varsity depending on performance. 

Players may move between squads during the year.   

 

3.   Final decisions on all players will be made by Coach Deal and the coaching staff.
